Every attempt would be made to secure publication of an approved paper within six months from submission. 
Manuscript Submission

The submission of a manuscript for consideration automatically implies that it presents original research that has not been published previously, that it is not under consideration for publication elsewhere, that it is submitted in full knowledge of all the authors and responsible authorities involved with the work, and that the publication of the manuscript in this journal would be final and binding and it shall not be published in another journal in the same or another language.

Types of Contributions:

Three types of peer reviewed papers will be published in the journal.
Reviews
Reviews are brief (within 8 printed pages) compilations on a topic of current interest or in an emerging area. They are not intended as comprehensive literature surveys covering all aspects of a topic. Reviews should aim to present a balanced objective assessment of the current state of knowledge in a particular area of research by giving due reference to the relevant published work, and not merely present prejudices of individual authors or summarize only work carried out by the author or by those with whom the authors agree. Undue speculation should also be avoided. These reviews will receive priority in publication and most of these will be invited reviews unless advanced by authors with sufficient reason to believe in a current demand for the same, which shall be explained in the cover letter.
In all cases, reviews should include a short informative Title, an Introduction, a full description of current research, a Conclusion, along with full references to research quoted.
Research Papers
These reports shall include current, complete, scientifically sound and original researches which contribute new knowledge to the area of research the paper addresses. 
Research papers shall contain a short informative title, an abstract section, an Introduction, a description of materials and methods, results, a discussion of results and a conclusion, along with full references to research quoted.
Short Research Papers or Short Reports
These brief reports shall include current, scientifically sound, original research with a limited scope of new findings. Such Research notes have the formal organization of a full paper where they shall contain a Short informative title, an abstract section, an Introduction, a description of materials and methods, results, a discussion of results and a Conclusion, along with full references to research quoted. Similar to short reviews, research notes will receive priority of publication.
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Language
All content in the manuscripts shall be in standard, error-free English. It is recommended that the authors ensure correct grammatical style, remove any spelling mistakes and get their manuscripts proof-read before submission. The editors, however, reserve the right to make necessary linguistic alterations without consulting the authors.

The authors are requested to type out the text in MS Word (Version 6.0 or later) with 1 inch margins on the left and right sides. The font should be Times New Roman and the typeset should be 12 points. The line spacing should be double throughout and the paper should be formatted for A4 size printing. 

Manuscripts submitted for publication as reviews and research papers shall contain a maximum of twelve printed pages of double spaced type. Manuscripts submitted for publication as short research papers / research notes should contain a maximum of eight printed pages of double spaced type. 

All manuscript pages should be numbered and the spacing between paragraphs shall be 0.25 inches. If the manuscript cites submitted but unpublished data, one copy of each of such papers should be sent with the submitted manuscript.

Standard Error or other evidence of reliability of data must be given.

Editorial Style
Title: The title of the paper should be short but informative and should not exceed two lines of print. The wording of the title shall include standard synonyms and usage and shall remain within 6 to 8 words.

Authors: Should contain names of all the authors contributing to the manuscript and shall have the following order: First Author, Second Author and so forth. The corresponding author could be any of the authors listed.

Author Affiliations: Should contain the department / division / institution to which each of the authors are linked and should also contain the official post of each of the authors within respective organizations. These should be indicated by superscripted numbers.
Corresponding Author(s) name(s) and address (es): These data should contain the name and address of the corresponding author in the following format:

a) Name of the author
b) Full Postal Address
c) Phone Number(s); Fax Number(s)

d) Email

Short running title: This should be included at the top of each submitted page and shall not exceed 50 characters in length.

Key Words and abbreviations, if any: A minimum of three and maximum of five key words from the title, abstract or text should be provided by the author, and full expansions of any repeated abbreviations should be reported here.
Abstract: Each article (except Reviews) should include an abstract, not exceeding two hundred words. This abstract should be self explanatory, should not contain specialized language and should be suitable for abstracting services. The major findings, results and observations should be included in the abstract.
Introduction: The purpose of the introduction is to report the reason for which the study was taken up with a short historical perspective and a structured timeline of research related to the topic. The introduction should not exceed one typed page.
Materials and Methods: Following the introduction, authors are free to structure papers as appropriate. However, for the sake of clarity and uniformity, the above or similar section headings are recommended for research papers and short research papers / research notes. If necessary, each section may be divided into   subsections, but do not use more than two levels for subtitles. The materials and methods section must provide enough detail in that a competent worker could repeat the experiments described in the manuscripts. However, detailed descriptions of well-known methods should be avoided; references to relevant literature are sufficient. 
Review: This section should include the body of the text. Each section may be divided into further subsections, but do not use more than two levels for subtitles.
Results and Discussion: Manuscripts submitted as Research Papers and Short Research Papers / Short Notes should contain results of the experiments described in a clear and concise form.  This section should also contain a pertinent discussion of the results, comparison with other published work, and any future perspectives of such research as described in the document. The discussion should not be a compilation of current literature, but a consideration of the significance and consequences of the authors’ present findings.
Conclusions: This section of the submitted research paper or short research paper / research notes shall contain the conclusions drawn from the reported work. This section shall be a paragraph long and shall contain a maximum of 100 words. 

Acknowledgements: The Acknowledgments section is the general term for the list of contributions, credits, and other information. It includes; information on author access to data; disclosure of potential conflicts of interests, including financial interests and relationships; sources of funding and support; any important disclaimers; information on previous presentation of the information reported in the manuscript; and the contributions, names, degrees, affiliations, and an indication if compensation has been received by all persons who have made substantial contributions to the work but who are not authors.

References: References should follow the Harvard Nomenclature. The running text of the manuscript shall cite the author names followed by year of publication, e.g. (Singh, 1996; Sharma, 2006). For three or more authors, et al. must be used when citing in the text, but all names must be given in the reference list (e.g. Singh, S, 1996). If there is more than one reference per year from an author, then such references should be distinguished by an alphabet, e.g. 1994a, 1994b. The list of references should be arranged alphabetically by authors’ names and should be as complete as possible, listing all authors, the full title of the articles and journals; publisher and year. The manuscript should be carefully checked to ensure that the spelling of authors’ names and dates are exactly the same in the text as the reference list. 
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Figures and Illustrations
Figures, illustrations and photographs should all be titled as figures and numbered sequentially. Figures/Illustrations should be referred to in the text as figures using Arabic numbers (e.g. Fig. 1) in order of appearance.   Figures must be provided on separate sheets. Do not repeat material already included in tables. Keys to graphs should consist of a short title followed by a brief figure legend. The title should feature below the figure. Legends should consist of a short title followed by a brief description of experimental conditions and, where necessary, a key.  
Color Illustrations
If color figures have been submitted, then for color reproduction in print there will be a processing cost. It is the policy of the Dairy Foods International for authors to pay the full cost for the reproduction of their color artwork. Also please note that the authors will have to submit in addition usable black and white prints corresponding to all the color illustrations.

Tables
Tables should be numbered and headed by a short informative title above the tables. Tables should appear at the end of the main text file and be submitted on separate sheets and numbered in the same way as figures. Only horizontal lines should be used for tables, one above and one below the column headings and one at the foot of the table. Probabilities may be indicated as *P < 0.05, **P < 0.01 and ***P < 0.001.
